Maude holds a Bachelors degree in Psychology and Sociology 
with a Masters in Business Administration.

Family Life Center provides a caring and safe emergency 
overnight shelter for up to 15 women and children.  Breakfast, 
dinner and hot showers are available to those they serve.  With a 
strong support system in place Family Life assists and encourages 
individuals to become self-sustaining.

One of the center’s primary goals is to move people from 
homelessness to home ownership.  One such family that came 
for assistance was living in a tent.  After receiving the help they 
needed from Family Life Center this family was able to obtain 
permanent housing.  

It is Family Life’s mission to provide basic life necessities for 
people in need--especially those who don’t fit neatly into other 
program models.  Family Life seeks out people who have become 
disenfranchised because of their life circumstances.  

Maude says, “it is important to remember that one of life’s core 
essentials is food.”  She describes the Maui Food Bank as being 
“that vital link which aides Family Life Center in fulfilling its 
call to help the poor.”  Maude went on to say, “The Maui Food 
Bank makes it possible for Family Life Center to accomplish 
their mission.”
